Here are a few necessary guidelines that will ensure the St. Jude Parish Community receives the
most value from your time:

Be responsible and attend on your scheduled Friday night. Call your Team Leader

Tape the schedule attached to this letter
to your calendar at home. Also, check the bulletin each week.
